Tropical Sea Hut

ASSEMBLY PLAN

This unit is intended to be stabilized byixahg to a table 24” - 30” wide, 6’-8h length, and
preferably made of woodour Tropical Sea Hut can also be a freestanding unit, however the
necessary support of the uprights would be required.

CONTENTS

A. 4large 7 ft. bamboo pole uprights (with groove in top of pole).
B. 3long 8-1/2' bamboo poles, for length.

C. 3short 3-1/2’ bamboo pole, for cross supports.

D. 1 hank ofline, for lashing bamboo together

E. 2 pieces of adjustable bamboo lattice to support thatch.

F. 4 pieces of thatch for roof.

G. 4 pieces of wire for securing uprights to wood table.

H. 6 pieces of thin wire for securing lattice to frame.

. 1 8’ table.

DIRECTIONS

Step 1. Set up table (I) (we suggest covering table now).

Step 2. Secure 4 bamboo poles (A) to the sides of table using wire (G) or twine and the exist-
ing screws on the underside of the table. Make sure that the grooves in the top of the
bamboo poles are facing the table ends and pointing upward.

Step 3. Place 2 long bamboo poles (B) on top of (A) poles and into groove.

Step 4. Place 3 short bamboo poles (C) on top of (B) poles, two over the upright bamboo pole
supports and one in the middle.

Step 5. Place the 1 remaining long bamboo pole (B) on top of and across the middle of the
three (C) poles.

Step 6. Using parts of the hank of rope, wrap and tie the bamboo supports together

Step 7. Expand the 2 pieces of (E) bamboo lattice to the desired length, then place lengthwis
on top of structure and fasten with thin wire (H).

Step 8. Place 4 pieces of (F) thatch on top.

If placed in a windy location, the thatch will need to be secured to the structure and all parts (a
deemed necessary) secured tightly together
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Step 6 - Wrap over short (top)
pole and cross under long (lower)
pole, wrap and tie very tightly.
